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Traffic Signs Subject to Moving Traffic Enforcement

Under TMA Schedule 7, restrictions indicated by the below traffic signs, as
prescribed in the Traffic Signs Regulations and General Directions 2016 (as
amended: ‘TSRGD’) are civilly enforceable as moving traffic contraventions. This
applies to any permitted variant under TSRGD; for example, diagram 606 when
varied to point ahead or to the right.

The TMA does not provide for the list of traffic signs on a selective basis, so all the
contraventions will be available to local authorities taking on moving traffic
enforcement. The table below mirrors the moving traffic enforcement regime
operating in London under the London Local Authorities and Transport for London
Act 2003.
